WITH OUR PET SAFETY TIPS




Foods to avoid
Don’t let your pet eat leftovers or chicken or turkey bones.
Keep alcohol, chocolate, salt, coffee, nuts, grapes and raisins out of reach they can be poisonous.
Hazards
Christmas tree needles can be swallowed or stick in your pet’s throat.
Cover up electric cords and lights so that your pet cannot chew them.
Use unbreakable tree decorations and avoid tinsel and ribbon which can be swallowed or become a choking hazard.
Make sure your tree is stable – can it be climbed or knocked over?
Don’t leave wrapping paper or ribbon, batteries  or small toys or parts of toys lying around for your pet to choke on.
Plants to avoid
Holly, mistletoe, lilies, yew trees are all poisonous to your pet.
Hypothermia
Keep your dog snug warm and dry in a well-fitting dog coat to keep him warm especially if clipped.

BE SAFE – buy your pet’s presents from a veterinary surgery or a reputable pet shops.
Try to keep your pet to his or her normal routine and don’t be tempted to overfeed with treats.
